The Status of a Person’s Heart

There are many benefits to being part of the Family of God. It is about the heart and the actions 
taken day by day. Is Jesus a visitor, a renter, or the owner of your house? 
 

Luke 6:45 NLT  
“A good person produces good things from the treasury of a good heart, and an evil person 
produces evil things from the treasury of an evil heart.  

What you say flows from what is in your heart.” 
 

In the Book of Truth, we find countless insights that help people gain understanding. For many, 
finding God and learning about HIM seems like a mystery. Not everyone can fully know God, 
because to truly know HIM, a person must be born again. It is not simply about gaining 
knowledge of events that happened many years ago; it is about experiencing and understanding 
those events in a marvelous, living way. The switch of LIFE must be turned on. 
 

In other words, the Bible is a book of history to some, and to others, it is the Book of 
Revelation. A person living in the natural can gain knowledge about the events written in the 
Bible, but without being born again, that is all they can receive. However, the moment a person 
is “born again,” a spiritual law—the law of life—begins to operate. The message of the Gospel 
becomes genuine revelation, and the element of trust begins to work. Faith and trust fill the 
heart, and the Bible becomes a roadmap rather than just a history book. 
 

The key is to first understand the true spiritual condition and status of a person. 
 

Born Again Believer 
The direction and plan of God begin to unfold the moment a person becomes a member of the 

Family of God. New life and new hope become guiding lights, offering humanity the 
opportunity to live a life filled with purpose and excitement. 

James 1:2-4 NLT 
 

2 Dear brothers and sisters, when troubles of any kind come your way, consider it an 
opportunity for great joy.  
3 For you know that when your faith is tested, your endurance has a chance to grow.  
 

4 So let it grow, for when your endurance is fully developed, you will be perfect and complete, 
needing nothing. 
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Even during times of hardship, we can experience joy. As we read the writings of the Apostle 
Paul, we learn that he encountered many severe trials, yet in those moments he expressed peace 
and joy and continued to write in order to encourage others. 
 
Returning to the status of a person’s heart, I believe that when we are united with Christ, the 
Body of Christ is strengthened. The boundaries of a church building are broken, and the entire 
human race is counted as one. Jesus died on the cross for all. The Gospel is a message of hope 
for everyone—no one is excluded. I hope today you understand that God loves you and has 
your best interests at heart. What the enemy intends for evil, God will turn around for good. Has 
God ever failed?
